The leaves on our schoolyard trees’ are turning and it is hard to believe that the first month of school has
come to an end. With one month down, our students have settled in to their new classrooms and routines well,
and have worked hard to set goals for their learning. Throughout the first month our boys and girls have
focused on character traits which help them as learners. We are excited to see the progress they are already
demonstrating!
This year our character trait education program will focus on skills which support students with basic life
and organizational skills. These skill areas are known as Executive Functions. Over the course of the year you
may hear your child mention them. Executive Functioning Skills include:

e Response Inhibition - The capacity to think before you act.
e Emotion Control -The ability to manage emotions in order to achieve goals, complete tasks,
and direct behavior.
e Flexibility - The ability to adapt to changing conditions.
e Working Memory - The ability to hold and manipulate information in memory while performing
complex tasks.
e Task Initiation - The ability to begin tasks in a timely manner.
e Sustained Attention - The capacity to maintain focus in spite of distractions, fatigue, or
boredom.
e Planning - The ability to create a roadmap to reach a goal or complete a task.
e Organization -The ability to create and maintain a system to keep track of information.
e Time Management -The ability to use time effectively and have good ‘time sense’.
e Goal-Directed Persistence -The capacity to follow through to the completion of a goal.
e Metacognition - The ability to monitor, and be reflective, about their own thinking.

As you can see, these skills are essential “life skills” which we all can improve on. Our Panther Pride
program goal this year is to help students develop these skills through exposure to these terms, direct
teaching, catch phrases, and unique learning experiences which focus on executive functioning. The general
focus of our Pride Day assemblies will be the emphasis of these skills. We hope to help students make
connections to their own well-being and school success. If you have any questions, or would like to discuss
your child’s development in any of these areas, please do not hesitate to give me a call. We look forward to
working with parents this year with these skills in mind!
